Here is the speech that Mordy gave at the convention — it has plenty of food for thought for table
discussion!

I nter national Presidents Address
USY INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION 2005

Good Evening. Thank al of you for joining me here today. | would like to begin by reading you an
online post that can be found at the website Jewlicious.com.

“I grew up between my local Reform and Conservative shuls. | went to Sunday school at the Conservative
one. No one in my class returned to that place after our bar or bat Mitzvahs if we were given the choice.

They failed to instill in us any sense of passion or joy about being Jewish. They failed to instill a sense of
community between the members, or relevance to the real world in the stuff we were learning. In fact, |
barely remember what they taught us. If Conservative Judaism worked, | really might not have had such a
problem with it. But | know my experience isn’'t unique, and the Conservative movement keeps losing
numbers for areason.”

Over the last two decades the Conservative Movement has been losing members in droves. We went from
claiming 40% of American Jewish householdsin 1990 to 33% in 2000. The same survey also found that
nearly half of all adult Jews who were raised Conservative no longer consider themselves to be
Conservative.

It would seem that Conservative Judaism isin trouble, that its future uncertain. With the success of
Chabad across college campuses, the Conservative Movements presence is continuing to falter. Talking
with my friends, the maority of who are active in Jewish life at their respective colleges, there is no
active Conservative option.

While many colleges have Koach, the college age Conservative group, Koach is no match for Hillel and
Chabad. If anything it is overshadowed by them because its funding is nowhere near what they spend

every year.



And yet with all of thisgoing on USY has continued to be a stronghold in the movement. Over 20,000
teens participate in our program across North America. Over 900 of them participated in USY Summer
Programs this past summer and the over 1200 of you have journeyed to Philadel phia for a week of
learning, friendship, and fun.

To give you a good perspective on the rest of Conservative youth in North America, over 50,000 Jewish
teens are enrolled in Conservative Jewish High Schools, a number which has risen in recent years. Over
8,000 Conservative teens attend Camp Ramah every year as well. And the year long Nativ program in
Israel, which alarge number of this International board has chosen to participate in, has reached record
numbers!

So... if USY, Camp Ramah and Conservative Jewish High Schools are doing so well why do we seem to
be in so much trouble? Why is the Conservative movement losing rather than gaining members? What
liesin store for the hundreds of thousands of youth who are active in the Conservative movement? What
liesin store for us?

The years of being teenagers in the Conservative movement are filled with lots of opportunities: USY,
Ramah, Solomon Schechter Day Schools -- but what comes in the post- high school years?

Judy Y udof the immediate past president of the United Synagogue of Conservative Judaism has said, “We
do such agood job of inculcating the values of the Conservative movement in our young people through
our organizational youth groups, that frequently they return to homes and synagogue communities that
don’t support the values they have come to embrace.”

As the active members and youth leaders of Conservative synagogues back home we need to reinvigorate
Conservative daily life. We need to join our home communities and strengthen them. We need to let
rabbis and educators and lay leaders know what we need to remain active members in our

movement!! USY programs need to reach out not only to teens within Conservative congregations but
aso to the community as awhole. Let us make USY the glue that begins to set our communities off in
theright direction.

Recently when a high level professional for the United Synagogue of Conservative Judaism was asked
what the Conservative movement was doing, to better reach out to college and post-college Adults in the
18-30 age range his response was “Well, we' ve formed a committee.”

We don’'t need another committee!! What does it mean for us, that when we go off to college we will
have difficulty finding a Conservative community? What does it mean for us that Conservative Judaism is
continuing to shrink? When we are adults will we still be able to find vibrant and active Conservative
communities to join? Will their still be a USY for us to send our kids too?

Over the next five years the heads of the three mgjor arms of the Conservative movement: The Jewish
Theological Seminary, The Rabbinical Assembly, and the United Synagogue of Conservative Judaism
will al be retiring. We have coming atime of mgor change and atime of maor opportunity. The
opportunity to reach out to the adult leadership and show them that we are important, that we are the
future of this movement. It is time for us to show our love and our care for Judaism to the members of our
individual congregations.

We need to remain active and we need to remain enthusiastic. One year ago at International Convention |
said, “USY may only last four years but its experiences need to last a lifetime.” Let us make those



experiences last a lifetime through devotion, through dedication, and through commitment.

Recently I’ ve been thinking about what made me want to be so active within this movement. And there
are dways two things that immediately come to mind: one is my family and the other is USY. Had it not
been for them | do not think 1 would be living a committed Jewish life.

My family began and inspired my love for Judaism. They taught me how to live a Jewish life -- while
USY showed me that there are other people out there like me: friends that cared about Judaism just as |
did.

My USY friends and | formed our own unique community. Those friendships and communities that are
formed need to be preserved and cherished. We need to take the communities that we build here and bring
them out to the next level — out into the real world. Y ou each have your own communities of friends and
committed Jews. It isout responsibility to make sure that those communities continue to grow and
strengthen as part of the Conservative Movement.

USY’ers. the future of the Conservative movement is in your hands. We need to return home and tell our
Rabbi and synagogue boards the same. We need to tell them that we want to change the path that the
Conservative movement has been going down. It is up to each of us to save this movement. What are
you going to do to make a difference?
